RECITALS

1.  
The County of Pitkin in the State of Colorado is a duly created political subdivision of the State organized and operating as a home rule charter county (“the Charter”) adopted pursuant to the Colorado Home Rule Powers Act.

2.
The members of the Board of County Commissioners of the County (“the Board”) have been duly elected, chosen and qualified.

3.
Pursuant to Section 8.1.1 of the Charter and Section 30-11-506 of the Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended, the Board may by resolution, propose changes and amendments to the Pitkin County Charter to be submitted to the qualified electors of Pitkin County.

4.
Certain provisions of the Charter pertaining to the qualifications and terms of office of elected county officials and the conduct of county primary and general elections are vague or no longer consistent with the state constitution or conform to the statutory nomenclature currently utilized in the state election code, and should be updated or clarified.  In addition, certain election-related defined terms and the manner of computing periods of time prescribed by the Charter should be added for purposes of clarity and to conform to applicable provisions of state law.

Section 8.1.5 of the Charter provides that “if a majority of the registered qualified electors voting thereon votes for a proposed amendment, the amendment shall be deemed approved”

Shall Sections 1.1, 1.5, 1.9, 2.1, 5.5.2, 5.6.2, 5.7.2, 6.2, 6.3, 6.4 and 6.5 of the Pitkin County Home Rule Charter, relating to the definition of terms, eligibility requirements for and terms of office of elected county officials, and the conduct of county elections, be added, amended or deleted, to eliminate ambiguities, delete provisions that are obsolete or inconsistent with more recently adopted provisions of state election law or the state constitution, and better conform the language of such charter provisions to applicable provisions of state election law?

RECITALS

1.  
The County of Pitkin in the State of Colorado is a duly created political subdivision of the State organized and operating as a home rule charter county (“the Charter”) adopted pursuant to the Colorado Home Rule Powers Act.

2.
The members of the Board of County Commissioners of the County (“the Board”) have been duly elected, chosen and qualified.

3.
Pursuant to Section 8.1.1 of the Charter and Section 30-11-506 of the Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended, the Board may by resolution, propose changes and amendments to the Pitkin County Charter to be submitted to the qualified electors of Pitkin County.

4.
Section 6.6 of the Charter pertaining to campaign finance regulations is no longer consistent with the state campaign finance law, and should be amended and updated to clarify that all county filing entities are subject to and must comply with state campaign finance law; that, in addition to the requirements of state campaign finance law, county candidates, candidate committees and political committees are subject to and must comply with existing contribution limits or other filing requirements unique to Pitkin County; designating the clerk and recorder as the appropriate filing officer for county candidates, candidate committees, issue committees and political committees; and specifying the officer designated by state campaign finance law as the appropriate filing officer for all other filing entities located in Pitkin County.

REPEALING AND REENACTING SECTION 6.6 OF THE PITKIN COUNTY HOME RULE CHARTER:

Shall Pitkin County Home Rule Charter § 6.6 be repealed and reenacted  to clarify the relationship of county campaign finance regulations to and interaction with state campaign finance law, so that: (1) all committees, filing entities and persons are subject to state campaign finance law except as otherwise specifically provided in § 6.6; (2) Pitkin County’s existing $500 limit on contributions to county candidates and candidate committees is clarified and remains intact; (3) Pitkin County’s existing and unique filing requirements for county candidates, candidate committees and political committees are clarified and remain intact; (4) the county clerk is designated as the appropriate filing and oversight officer for a) candidates for Pitkin County elective office, b) their candidate committees, c) political committees supporting or opposing candidates for Pitkin County elective office, and d) issue committees supporting or opposing ballot issues or questions referred to or initiated by Pitkin County electors in their capacities as such; (5) the officer specified by state campaign finance law is designated as the appropriate filing and oversight officer for all other committees and filing entities within Pitkin County, provided that the county clerk shall serve in such capacity in the event any such other committee or entity is unable or not permitted to utilize the appropriate officer specified by state campaign finance law; and (6) the board of county commissioners is authorized to further effectuate and implement the campaign finance provisions of § 6.6 by ordinance, as the board determines to be necessary or appropriate from time to time?

AN ORDINANCE OF THE PRIVATE

OTHER POWER DRIVEN MOBILITY DEVICE MANAGEMENT PLAN

ORDINANCE #        , SERIES OF 2011

RECITALS
1. The Voters of Pitkin County and the Pitkin County Commissioners established an Open Space and Trails Fund for the purposes of preserving and providing open space and trails resources in Pitkin County, and established an Open Space and Trails Board of Trustees to guide the expenditure of those funds.

2. The Open Space and Trails Program is charged with protecting public access to waterways, scenic view planes, and habitat.  
3. Title 12 of the Pitkin County Code, article 2-4, authorizes the Open Space Board to adopt management plans for Open Space and Trails properties, and requires Board of County Commissioner action by Ordinance when such plans require special use rules that differ from the general open space rules in Title 12.

4. The proposed Other Power Driven Mobility Device Management Plan sets new guidance for the use of Other Power Driven Mobility Devices on Pitkin County Open Space and Trails properties and trails, and this special rule requires approval by the Board of County Commissioners.   

5. The Open Space and Trails Board passed a unanimous motion recommending this management plan to the Board of County Commissioners on July 27th, 2011. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of County Commissioners of Pitkin County, Colorado, that:
1. The Board of County Commissioners hereby adopts the Other Power Drive Mobility Device Management Plan and authorizes this to be enforced through Article 6 of Title 12 of the Pitkin County Code. 

2. Copies of the Plan shall be retained at the Open Space and Trails Office, the Pitkin County Clerk’s Office and shall be available on Pitkin County’s website, and shall be available for review or purchase by any member of the public.
